Upon India’s partition, in 
1947, it was affiliated with the University of Sindh and 
four years later, with the University of Karachi, upon its 
establishment.  Years later, on March 1st, 1977 was 
formed the NED University of Engineering & Technology.  
Currently NED has Bachelor’s programs in over 20 
disciplines and Master’s and Doctoral programs in some.
